BARBICAN LANDING STAGE, TENDER PLATFORM 
(CATTEWATER HARBOUR COMMISSIONERS)

As part of the experience provided to our cruise guests in Plymouth, we have a dedicated award winning team of Cruise Ambassadors who will be on hand to welcome passengers and crew 
ashore with a friendly smile, provide advice and support and finally bid our cruise visitors a fond farewell.

Located in Plymouth’s historic, the landing  
stage boasts all of the following to make your 
visit special:
•	� Sheltered anchorage within Plymouth Sound. Inside Plymouth 

Breakwater.

•	� Short, sheltered and scenic 8-minute tender trip to the 
Barbican Landing Stage.

•	� Guests land on a safe, purpose built cruise ship tender pontoon 
with disabled access.

•	� Three tenders (based on 12 metre vessels) can be 
accommodated alongside at any one time. Landing stage 
available at all states of tide.

•	� Parking for up to 14 coaches, 100 metres away from  
tender pontoon.

•	� Two large car parks within very close proximity of  
tender pontoon.

•	� Water taxi and harbour cruise services by prior arrangement.

•	� Local passenger boat operators can provide tender  
support when required.

•	 Accessible toilet and shower facilities free for cruise guests.

•	� Guests will alight directly into the historic centre of Plymouth, 
the Barbican. The Barbican is a vibrant place of cobbled 
streets, narrow lanes and more than 200 Listed Buildings, 
many of them Tudor and Jacobean.

The Barbican is home to the largest concentration of cobbled 
streets in Britain, many of which can be spotted on New Street,  
the oldest street in Plymouth. 

There is a wide range of boutique shops, 
galleries, restaurants, pubs, and cafés set amidst 
picturesque scenery. 
•	� Only a 5–10-minute walk to Plymouth Hoe, Smeaton’s Tower 

and Plymouth City Centre.

•	� Southside Street, the main Barbican street, is home to the 
world-famous Plymouth Gin Distillery, the building dates back 
to the early 1400s and was a former monastery inhabited by 
Black Friar Monks. 

•	� The harbour and Barbican Landing Stage is perfectly placed 
to make the most of all Plymouth has to offer, from unparalleled 
historic landmarks to some of the city’s largest and liveliest 
family attractions. The National Marine Aquarium, the largest 
aquarium in the UK with over 40 sharks, is at the entrance to the 
harbour.

•	� From the tender drop off location, guests will be able to see the 
famous Mayflower Steps from which The Mayflower Pilgrims 
are believed to have left England aboard The Mayflower for 
America in 1620. Discover Plymouth’s maritime heritage with 
the one-mile Sutton Harbour Heritage Trail, or see the sights 
from two wheels and take advantage of the two National Cycle 
Routes right on the harbour’s doorstep.

Plymouth has a dedicated passenger terminal 
located within Millbay Docks, owned and 
operated by Associated British Ports (ABP).
Two alongside berthing options:

•	 West Wharf: LOA < 215m, 8.5m draft.

•	 Trinity Pier: LOA < 120m, 4.5m draft.

•	 Multiple berths, 20min transfer time.

•	 Up to 3 tender berths available.

It 
has nine permanent galleries showcasing the city’s incredible 
collections. 

•	 �Dartmoor Zoo – Home of the Hollywood movie ‘We Bought A 
Zoo’, ideal for family fun days. Just a short 25 minute car ride 
from Plymouth City Centre.

•	� Drake Circus Shopping Centre – Plymouth’s leading retail 
and leisure destination, with more than 60 independent and 
national brands under one roof. 

•	 �Mayflower Museum – Journey through time with four floors 
and four centuries to explore.

•	 �Mount Edgcumbe House and Gardens – 865 acres of country 
park on the Rame Peninsula. First built in the 1500s, this historic 
house and gardens have lots to explore.

•	� National Marine Aquarium – The UK’s largest aquarium and 
location of the television series ‘Secrets of the Aquarium’.

•	� Plymouth Boat Trips – Daily harbour cruises with historic 
commentary. 

•	 �Plymouth Gin Distillery – Visit England’s oldest working Gin 
Distillery and why not take a gin tasting tour while there.

•	 �Tinside Lido – Set in a beautiful location Plymouth’s Lido was 
voted one of the top 10 best outdoor pools in Europe.

•	� Royal William Yard – Stunning historic waterfront area 
boasting a range of shops, restaurants and Everyman Cinema.

•	� Smeaton’s Tower – Lighthouse on top of Plymouth Hoe with 
stunning views the harbour and surrounding areas.

Offering a diverse collection of experiences for all, Plymouth 
Sound hosts a mix of uses, harmonising with protected wildlife 
areas, fostering respect and collaboration.

•	� Explore the coastline while Stand Up Paddleboarding or join a 
Hidden Rockpool safari.

• 	� Experience water activities and stunning views. Walk the 
dedicated route with Plymouth Walking Tours, or even become 
a Lighthouse Keeper at Smeaton’s Tower for the day.

•	� Explore Mount Batten peninsula and Mount Edgcumbe, two 
locations that are rich in Plymouth’s historical identity. Both 
have perfect, panoramic views of the National Marine Park.

•	� Get active at Tinside Lido, built in 1935, it has seen countless 
locals and tourists alike splashing around in this popular 
tidepool.
